Seminar Location Street Addresses: 
Arlington:  AECOM, 3101 Wilson Boulevard, 7th Floor, Arlington, VA 22201. Clarendon Metro Station (Orange and Silver lines). 
There is paid parking below the building accessed from the Herndon Street side, and some street parking on nearby streets. 
The elevators will be open from 9:30-10:15am. The elevators are accessible from within the parking garage and the main lobby, but the lobby 
doors will be locked from the street. For those arriving by Metro / street, please walk around and into the parking garage to access the elevators. 
 

Norfolk:  Work Program Architects, 208 East Plume Street, Norfolk, VA 23510.  2-hour metered street parking until 6pm; after 6pm, street 
parking is free. Additionally, several parking garages are within walking distance.   
 
Roanoke:  AECOM, 10 South Jefferson Street, Suite 1600, Roanoke, VA  24011. Free parking is available in the tower garage on Saturday 
mornings, before 4pm. Park in the garage and use the visitor elevators at the Northeast corner of the garage. Exit at the street level and walk 
around to the main lobby entrance. One of the moderators will meet you in the lobby to escort you up.
